4. These trees are relatively small (2’-4’ ft average for bare-rooted & deciduous trees.  If you want larger trees, give us a call and we will try to help.
5. The prices include shipping and handling.  Terms are at least 50% payment at time of placing order, and the balance due when you pick up your tree order.
6. All trees are guaranteed to arrive in good condition.  No other guarantees can be made, (we have had over 85% survival rate in the past).
7. The trees are ordered “subject to crop”.  We reserve the right to substitute one size smaller or one size larger as we receive them from the nursery.  There will be no change of price.
