2018 THEME
 RULES
1. CONTESTANTS MUST BE HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS, GRADES 9-12 IN OCTOBER, PRIOR TO STATE CONVENTION IN NOVEMBER.

2. ANY PRIOR STATE WINNERS ARE NOT ELEIGIBLE AS A CONTESTANT

3. CONTESTANTS MUST HAVE INTEREST IN AGRICULTURE, RESOURCE CONSERVATION OR THE ENVIRONMENT.

4. EACH CONTESTANT MUST FILL OUT AND SUBMIT AN APPLICATION FORM TO THEIR LOCAL SOIL CONSERVATION DISTRICT OFFICE.  THIS WILL INCLUDE NAME, ADDRESS, PHONE NUMBER, SCHOOL, GRADE, AGE, CLUB AFFILITATONS AND A BRIEF STATEMENT ABOUT INTERST OR INVOLVEMENT IN AGRICULTURE OR CONSERVATION PRACTICES.

5. EACH DISTRICT WILL DETERMINE PRIZES FOR ITS OWN CONTEST.  EACH DIVISION WILL DETERMINE DIVISION LEVEL PRIZES.  THE STATE LEVEL FUNDS ARE PROVIDED BY THE IASCD LADIES AUXILIARY AND THE PRIZE MONEY IS DESIGNATED AS AN EDUCATIONAL AWARD TO BE USED FOR ADVANCED EDUCAITON BY THE STUDENTS.  1ST PLACE - $250; 2ND PLACE - $150; 3RD PLACE - $100.
6. THE SPEECH SHALL BE AT LEAST THREE MINUTES AND NOT MORE THAN FIVE MINUTES, INCLUDING THE SALUTATION AND TITLE.  NO PROPS OR VISUAL AIDS WILL BE ALLOWED.

7. SPEECH MUST BE CONTESTANT’S ORIGINAL TEXT, RESEARCHED AND WRITTEN BY THE CONTESTANT.  NOTES WILL BE ALLOWED THEY DO NOT HAVE TO HAVE IT MEMORIZED AT THE DISTRICT LEVEL.  
8. THERE SHALL BE THREE JUDGES AND TIMEKEEPER FOR EACH SPEAK-OFF; DISTRICT, DIVISION AND STATE.  IT IS THE IASCD DIVISION DIRECTOR’S RESPONSIBILITY TO INCLUDE THE SPEAK-OFF IN THE FALL MEETING AGENDA AND SECURE JUDGES AND A TIMEKEEPER.  JUDGES OR TIMEKEEPERS SHALL NOT BE RELATED, IN ANYWAY, TO CONTESTANTS.

9.  THE SPEAK-OFF CHAIRPERSON AND THE IASCD EDUCATION    

        CHAIRMAN SHALL DECIDE ANY QUESTIONS ARISING DURING THE 
               STATE LEVEL SPEAK-OFF.  AT DIVISOIN MEETINGS, THE DIVISION 
               DIRECTOR WILL HANDLE QUESTIONS.
10. CONTESTANT MUST SPEAK AT THE DIVISION MEETING IN ORDER TO COMPETE AT THE STATE COMPETITION.
